Carbon dioxide produced by human activities is
a major source of concern. This gas, release to the atmosphere in large quantities by burning of fossil
fuel, is increasing gradually. Other gases like methane, ozone, chlorofluoro carbons, and nitrous oxide
which are present in much smaller concentrations in the atomosphere, together with carbo dioxide are
known as green house gases. These gases are better absorbers of long wave radiations than carbon
dioxide, and so, are more effective at enhancing the green house effect. These gases have been
contributing to global warming. It is said that due to global warming the polar ice caps and mountain
glaciers would melt and amount of water in the occeans would increase. According to current predction,
on an average, the sea level will rise 48 cm by the end of 21 century. This would increase the incidence
of annual flooding. Climate change would promote insect-borne diseases like malaria, and lead to shift
in climatic boundaries, making some regions wetter and other drier. Agricultural pattern would shift and
human population as well as the ecosystem would experience change leading to global temperature rise
about 2°C.
